Socitey Act

Constitution

1.  The name of the society is the “West Vancouver Youth Band Society”.

2.  The purposes of the society are:


a) to control, manage and direct the West Vancouver Youth Band; and


b) to promote music among the youth of the District of West Vancouver, British Columbia

Bylaws

The bylaws of the society are those as set out in Schedule B to the Society Act, with the following variations, deletions and additions:

1.  Bylaw 4 of Schedule B is deleted and the following is substituted:

4.  A parent or guardian of a playing member of the West Vancouver Youth Band may apply to the directors for membership in the society and on receipt of his application by the directors shall be a member.

2.  Bylaw 7 of Schedule B is amended by adding thereto the following:

(e) on his son or daughter of child of which he is a guardian ceasing to be a playing member of the West Vancouver Youth Band.

3.  Bylaw 9A is added after Bylaw 9 of Schedule B, as follows:

9A.  Each member shall:

(a) be responsible for all fees payable with respect to the participation in the West Vancouver Youth Band of his son or daughter or any child of which he is the guardian; and

(b) provide from time to time such voluntary personal assistance as may be reasonably required to assist in the operation of the society.

4.  Subsection 4 of Bylaw 26 is deleted.

5.  Bylaw 45A is added after Bylaw 45 of Schedule B, as follows:

45A.  At the discretion of the directors there shall be the following additional offices:

(a) the registrar, who shall maintain the register of the members; and

(b) a correspondence secretary, who shall assist the secretary by conducting the correspondence of the society:

6.  “Part 13 – Purpose” is added after Part 12 of Schedule B, as follows:






Part 13 – Purpose

63.  The activities of the society shall be carried on without purpose of gain for the members and any profits or other accretions to the society shall be used in promoting the objects of the society.

64.  Upon dissolution or winding up of the society all assets remaining after payment of liabilities shall be distributed to one or more charitable organizations in Canada
