COPY OF RESOLUTION

RESOLVED

1.  Pursuant to subsection 23(1), Society Act (British Columbia), the Society changes its bylaws by deleting “Part 13-Purpose” (bylaws 63 and 64).

2.  Pursuant to subsection 22(4), Society Act (British Columbia), the Society adds to its constitution the following provisions:

3.1  The Society shall carry out its activities without purpose of gain for its members, and the Society shall use any profits or other accretions to the Society for promoting it’s purposes.

3.2.  No part of the income of the Society shall be payable to or be otherwise available for the benefit of any member of the Society.

4.  The Society shall not pay any remuneration or profit, directly or indirectly, to any director for services as a director, but the Society may defray any expenses incurred by a director in the performance of his or her duties.

5.  The Society shall devote all its resources to charitable activities, and the Society shall carry out its activities exclusively for charitable purposes.

6.  Upon the winding up or dissolution of the Society, the assets which remain after the payment of all cost, charges and expenses which are properly incurred in the winding up shall be distributed to:


a registered charity or registered charities in British Columbia, as defined in the Income Tax Act (Canada), as may be determined by the members of the Society at the time of winding up or dissolution.


OR


such charitable organization or organizations in British Columbia having a similar charitable purpose.

7.  Subsections 3.1 and 3.2, Sections 4 and 5, Subsection 6 and this Section are unalterable.
